CCC Subcontracted Provider Availability  
 
Subcontracted care providers are licensed by Pinellas County Child Care Licensing and assessed 
for developmentally appropriate practices by Coordinated Child Care - Provider Services 
Department.  All subcontracted Family Child Care Homes must participate in the USDA Child 
Care Food Program.   
 
Parents receiving school readiness funding for child care are encouraged to select subcontracted 
care.  Parents may choose other forms of non-subcontracted School Readiness Approved 
licensed and legal care based on their specific needs and as determined by the Funder(s).  
Payment to non-subcontracted providers is accomplished with a voucher.   
 
Providers that subcontract with CCC to provide care for children using child care scholarships 
have decreased overall during the past five years. Family Child Care Homes decreased by fifteen 
(15) subcontracted programs and Child Care Facilities decreased by four (4) sites from 2007 to 
2008.  Additional subcontracted care is especially needed in large areas of mid and North
